The St. Albert Youth Community Centre STAFF ARE NOT AUTHORIZED TO ADMINISTER 

MEDICATION (prescription or non-prescription), to youth UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES 

(SAYCC Policy and Procedures 10.10)  However, staff are required to supervise youth while they 

take medication and may render first aid (10.10). 

 

I (the parent/ guardian) am responsible for informing the SAYCC of changes to my child's medi-

cation or medical condition.  Furthermore, I warrant that my child is medically fit for the selected 

activities and acknowledge that SAYCC is not responsible for administering drugs directly and if 

the youth refuses, their only recourse will be to phone the parents, the emergency contact, and 

then if necessary, medical professionals.  

 

In the case of an emergency, it is imperative that the employee obtains consent from the youth to 

give first aid. Verbal consent is not necessary if the patient is unable to respond (ie: unconscious).  

In such cases the staff is allowed to assist with the intake of first response medication.  (ie: Epi-

pen, ana-kits, etc.)  The policy of SAYCC is to avoid emergencies. 

 

I waive my legal right against the SAYCC Staff/Volunteers for any loss, injury or damage suf-

fered at any SAYCC activities/programs/fundraisers.
